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A strong password should:
•	 be at least 8 characters long
•	 not include your real name
•	 not contain a whole word
•	 significantly differ from your other passwords
•	 include at least one uppercase letter, a lowercase letter, a number and a keyboard symbol.

(from “pineapple”)

How many different passwords can you create with the same 8 characters?
